The 

petition will be held in the Parish (location tbc) for residents to sign and 

anyone can sign, providing that they are a constituent of the Truro and   

Falmouth parliamentary constituency.  It is an excellent way for children to 

engage with politics!!  Following the closing date, the petition will be    

submitted to the Speaker of the House of Commons.

Landscapes Of Distinction;  Down The Garden June 2026 

  
It’s hard to believe how dry late April and early May have been after such a 

wet winter, the evening temperatures remaining cool.  Our strawberries at 

Mitchell Fruit Garden were 10 days later this year, however they are       

certainly worth the wait! 

 

By the time you read this I will have returned from this years’ Chelsea 

Flower Show which is always one of the highlights of the year.  I am      

delighted to be judging at all the RHS Shows and BBC Gardeners’ World 

Live too in 2026. 

 

We have been working on some amazing projects; the very exciting Ikonek 

project at Prow Park.  A large planting scheme in Probus and several 

coastal gardens. 

 

We have been busy preparing the tropical garden at Mitchell Fruit Garden 

for the private NGS open day on 31st May and getting the farm ready for 

the season.  We have extended our flower cutting garden and very excited 

to be offering PYO cut flowers as well as our normal bouquets. 

This year we will be opening early, on the 11th June, so we can capture the 

full gooseberry season. 

 

Jobs for June  

 Keep on top of weeding.  Weed regularly. Try using a hoe it is a 

quick and easy method! 

 Stake tall or floppy perennials. 

 Position summer hanging baskets and tubs outside. Keep them well 

watered, feed and deadheaded. 

 Plant out summer bedding. 

 Mow lawns at least once a week and in dry weather don’t cut them 

too short. 

 Harvest early potatoes, lettuce, radish and other salad crops. 

 Collect rainwater for watering on dry days. 

 Earth up potatoes. 

 Now is the time to start sowing winter bedding plants; wallflowers, 

pansy and bellis. 

 Weekly feed house plants.

 Prune back perennials that have finished flowering to encourage new 

leaf growth. 

 Regularly tie in, feed and pinch out the side shoots of tomatoes. 
 

Your roses should now be starting to flower, regularly deadhead them to en-

courage lots of healthy new buds and keep watch for the first signs of black 

spot and aphids. 
 

The Chelsea Chop 

Now is the time of year to consider the 'Chelsea Chop'. It is a simple pruning 

method that delays flowering and makes plants more compact.  There are two 

methods; the first is to reduce the height of the entire plant by a third, the  

second, is to prune some of the plants stems by a third (this extends the   

flowering season). Suitable plants include Nepeta, Sedum, Asters, Monarda, 

Lavendula, Echinacea purpurea, Artemisia, Phlox, Helianthus and           

Rudbeckia.
